Seniors (12th Grade) ONLY

Spring ENGL 102 3 $150

Only students who did not earn dual credit for English 11 are eligible for these courses.

Eligible sophomores, juniors and seniors may be permitted to take additional
courses at WVU Parkersburg campuses for dual credit.
